YEAR 12/13 VISIT TO Poland 27 October 2018- 29 October 2018.
We are proposing to take 6th form students on a trip to Poland led by the History department.  

We will be flying from Heathrow Terminal 5, staying at the Hotel Wyspianski in Krakow .The itinerary is based around key sites linked to the Holocaust- we will visit Oscar Schindler’s factory and there will be an unforgettable trip to Auschwitz. We will also explore the beautiful city of Krakow as well as visiting the site of the Płaszów Concentration Camp. This was the camp that featured in the film and book - Schindler’s List. 
The cost of this trip is £390.00. The cost covers coach transfer from school to Heathrow airport and back, return flights with British Airways, hold and cabin luggage, accommodation at the Hotel Wyspianski and a meal on the Sunday at the Hard Rock Café. All museum visits are also included in the price. The only extra cost will be for student’s dinner on the Saturday and Monday; these will be purchased from the airport, lunch and any spending money they wish to take.
Currently we will be leaving school on the Sunday at around 12:00 as our flight is at 16:20. Our return flight gets into Heathrow at 21:15 therefore we should be back at school by midnight. Please be aware that these flight times are subject to schedule changes. 

We are limited on places, the trip is being offered to 35 students- therefore places will be given on a first come first served basis. If you would like your son / daughter to participate on this trip, please complete the reply / deposit slip attached and return to the Finance Office by Thursday 1 March 2018. The trip will go live on Wisepay at 9am on Thursday 1 March.  If you require a reminder of your login details or how to use Wisepay, please contact the Finance Office before this date.

We require a non-refundable deposit of £150 which can be split into 2 payments:
£50.00 due by 14 March 2018 – to secure flights this will commit you to a further non-refundable payment of £100 due 30 March 2018 all payable on wisepay. 

The remaining £240.00 can be paid in 5 instalments of £48.00 from end of April – August 2018.

If you are in year 11 you will need to be a student at Chauncy 6th form in order to attend the trip. If you sign up for the trip and leave the school you will forfeit your deposit. Participation on the trip is dependent upon good student behaviour and we reserve the right to withdraw a student from the trip if we feel their behaviour will jeopardise the safety and enjoyment of the other students.

All students will need to have their own valid passport and EHIC card (available free of charge from www.ehic.org.uk).  Once payment has been made, please complete and return the Reply Slip, giving details of your wisepay payment, and attaching a copy of your child’s passport (we can copy your child’s passport in school if you are unable to do this).  

We very much hope that you will give permission for your son/daughter to come with us.  Further information regarding the standards of behaviour expected in line with the tour company’s policy will follow together with details of departure times etc.
